ORDINARY – An individual aged 18 years or older. Ordinary Members are entitled to full participation in all activities of 

the Society, to vote, to be elected to office and to receive the publications of the Society. 

ASSOCIATE – An individual aged 18 years or older with a family member residing at the same address who is already 

an Ordinary Member. Associate Members are entitled to the same privileges as Ordinary Members, except for the 

receipt of publications.  

STUDENT – An individual aged 18 years or older, who is attending a full course of study and not in full time 

employment. Student members are entitled to the same privileges as Ordinary Members.  

JUNIOR – An individual aged under 18 years of age (requires parent/guardian consent and attendance with an adult 

member). Junior Members are entitled to the same privileges as Ordinary Members, except to vote, be eligible to hold 

office (except as a Section Leader), or to borrow ASWA loan equipment (requires parent/guardian to sign as responsible 

party).  

METROPOLITAN - A member residing inside the boundary of the Perth Metropolitan Region Planning Scheme.  As at 

November 2025, the Metropolitan Region Scheme area stretches from Two Rocks in the north to Singleton in the south 

and east to The Lakes.  Please note the following Local Authority areas are within the above-mentioned Scheme 

Boundary: City of Joondalup City of Wanneroo, Shire of Swan, Shire of Mundaring, Shire of Kalamunda, City of 

Armadale, Shire of Serpentine/Jarrahdale, City of Rockingham. Overseas members are regarded as Metropolitan 

members. 

COUNTRY – A member residing in any location in Australia outside of the defined Metropolitan region. 

OTHER - 1. Members joining in the second half of a financial year receive a 50% discount on the following F/Y’s annual 

subscription,  2. Members joining in May or June get membership up to 1 July of the following year, 3. Annual renewal 

date for subscriptions is 1 July.4. The ASWA journal (The Sidereal Times) is distributed by email only 
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
